Both the Marxist and Foucauldian formulations are indispensable, yet neither is sufficient for
understanding the distinctive mobilization of law in neoliberal transformations today.
Together, the Marxist and Foucauldian perspectives capture dimensions of law’s role in
deregulating and empowering capital and in defanging or dismantling labor, consumer,
welfare, and other popular solidarities.

As we have already seen, liberalism viewed the market as a natural phenomenon that could
take care of itself if left alone. However, with the rise of neo-liberalism, this conception of the
market was radically altered, where neo-liberal economists asserted that the ‘rules of the
game’ must first be established and the market itself must be continually reinforced in order
to promote competition and a culture of entrepreneurship. While the liberal conception of
homo oeconomicus conceived man simply as a partner in an exchange relationship, the neo-
liberal conception of hAomo oeconomicus is conceived as an entrepreneurial self, the living
embodiment of ‘human capital’. This transformation in the social contract was extremely
important, since the development of ‘human capital’ demands continuous intervention and
economic regulation within the social fabric to promote competitive social relations and

entrepreneurial culture.

Based on the above back ground, it is vital to raise an important question “what is the role of
academic community in developing the human resources in the context of neoliberalism.
Thus, the centrality of the key note speech of this international multidisciplinary E-
conference would be around this timely important question. In the neoliberalism context,
some aspects in nation building, from academic community perspective, would be

In this key note we are going to compare two main streams of mathematics, namely Pure
mathematics and Applied mathematics. Pure mathematics becomes applied mathematics as
soon as it is successfully applied to some natural or physical phenomenon. Thus, applied
mathematics is essentially pure mathematics, but the converse is not true. In fact there are
certain mathematical concepts which have not found any application till date. Riemannian
geometry was a pure mathematical concept before it was used many years later by Albert
Einstein in his famous “Theory of Relativity’. Origin of a mathematical concept may be from
pure mathematics or from some application outside. Pure and Applied mathematics as
mathematical disciplines have very blurred line of demarcation and overlap in general.
Thinking of one without the other is of no significance. Thus, pure and applied mathematics

complement each other and are inseparable as such.

Statistics is a branch of Mathematics that plays a crucial role in business, management and
planning. Soon after independence India adopted a five year plan of development. These plans
were prepared using the statistical data made available to the members of Planning
Commission. Apart from the old data available to them the commission members demanded a
fresh statistical data on a variety of aspects. A special department named “National Sample
Survey” (NSS) was established to fulfil this demand. NSS, from its beginning has engaged in
conducting surveys on various issues and made the data available to the government. Some of
the issues dealt with by this organisation are Educational Status, Infrastructure Facilities,
Medical Service, Literacy rate, Monthly income of a family, Hygienic facilities available, etc.
The data provided by NSS to the Planning Commission influenced national planning and
shaped the development of the country significantly. At the same time NSS conducted surveys
to understand the impact of certain schemes launched by the government. Thus, the statistical
data made available by this organization has played a crucial role in allocating national
resources to different activities and in assessing their impact on the society. Similarity, the
surveys conducted by NSS during the implementation of the schemes enabled government
machinery to undertake mid-course corrections. This presentation will focus on the role

played by NSS and its statistical data in nation building with special reference to India.

The design and synthesis of pharmaceutical co-crystals have received great interest in recent
years. Co-crystals are multicomponent systems in which two components, an active
pharmaceutical ingredient, and a coformer were present in a stoichiometric ratio and bonded
together with non-covalent interactions in the crystal lattice. It is shown that co-crystals can
be applied in the medicine and pharmaceutical industry for improving different properties
such as dissolution rate, melting point, solubility, chemical stability, etc., Another way of co-
crystals application is drug pharmacological action modification. The intermolecular
interactions include hydrogen bonding (HB), m-interaction, and halogen bonding plays an
important role in stabilizing the co-crystal systems. Most co-crystal design strategies are based
on strong hydrogen bonds.

Under Pakistan’s
Islamic law, a girl who is raped and who does not have a male witness, is found guilty of sex outside
marriage, sentenced to flogging, sent to prison, marked an abominable sinner, a fallen woman and a
prostitute for the rest of her life. This is exactly what happens to a fourteen-year-old girl in Maps
for Lost Lovers who is raped by her uncle and becomes pregnant. But since she has no male
witness, she can neither approach the police nor reveal the identity of the perpetrator of this
abominable crime.

The black fossiliferous chert was collected from Mohgaonkalan Deccan Intertrappean Beds of
Chindwara district (Lat. 219, 30" N to 22° 50'N and Long 78° 15 to 79° 20°E). Serial peels were
taken by cellulose acetate peel technique. The leaf was studied from peel sections. It is
dicotyledonous, dorsiventral, bifacial leaf measuring 5 mm in width, left arm 1.5 mm in width and
200 pm in thickness while right arm is completely preserved 3 mm thick and shows blunt end; the
midrib region, is 500 x 700 um thick. From Deccan Intertrappean beds, so far numbers of
dicotyledonous and monocotyledonous leaf impressions have been described by many authors.
However, only few leaf petrifications are reported for example- Aerophyllitesintertrappea,
Deccanophyllumintertrappea, Dorsiventrophyllumchitaleyii,Julianiophyllumsahnii,
Corokiophyllummohgaonkalanites, Salicaceophyllummohgaoensis,
Marcgraviaceophyllummohgaonse, Acanthophyllumshiblii.

Abstract

Azadirachta indica and Carica papaya are two well-known medicinal plants used for their
antibacterial, antiviral and nutritive properties. Most often they are consumed raw for their
different health benefits by the people worldwide. Even though they are effective against various
diseases, certain side effects occur due to their consumption impeding their popularity as traditional
medicines. There must be evaluation of adequate dose of these medicinal plants to prevent their
negative effect on life systems. In present study, the Allium test has been used to evaluate the
genotoxic, cytotoxic potential of these plants. Effects of three different concentrations of these
plant extracts on mitotic chromosomes have been considered as reliable major for cytotoxicity
assay. Mitotic abnormalities (MA%) observed were chromosomal bridges, clumped metaphases and
ghost cells. Though mitotic abnormalities were noted in all concentrations but percentage of
abnormalities are very low. Highest percentage of abnormalities for Azadirachta indica (1.58%) and
Carica papaya (1.97%) noted in 1.5% concentration. Present study showed that extracts of
Azadirachta indica and Carica papaya are safer to use in low concentrations.

Since the time immemorial, plants are the undeniable aspect of human civilization for culture and
health. Till present day, plants are continued to be used as source of drugs in traditional as well as
modern system of medicine. The medicinal properties possessed by the plants are the virtue of
phytoconstituents that produces the certain physiological effect on the living system, here, in

The
antimicrobial activity of methanolic leaf extract of all studied plants revealed maximal zone of
inhibition for E. coli than S. aureus. The qualitative analysis indicates that all the four plants
commonly showed the presence of alkaloids, tannins and glycosides. Other components of the
qualitative analysis were plant specific.

A floristic survey in Firozabad district was carried out from three selected sites which are 15-20 km
away from each other. The main objective behind the field study was to find out angiospermic
species which may shed large number of pollen in the atmosphere and to note their specific
pollination period and mode of pollination which was useful criterion in the identification of
atmospheric pollen. We studied variations in concentration of airborne pollen and other particles of
biological origin which are collectively known as Primary Biological Aerosol Particles (PBAP) in
those three sites. During the annual cycle the frequency of pollen in the air was different in
different seasons. It might be due to local climatological influence on flowering of plants. The
maximum pollen types have been recovered during spring, followed by rainy, summer and winter.
The lowest concentration of pollen was observed in winter season. On the basis of mode of
pollination in winter season 60.05% anemophilous, 33.38% entomophilous and 5.26%
amphiphilous species were found. Maximum plants bloom, during spring and rainy season followed
by summer and winter season.

In P. zeylanica epidermal cells
are larger, number of epidermal cells per 1 mm? is less, anticlinal wall of epidermal cells slightly
sinuous or straight while in P. auriculata epidermal cell smaller, number of epidermal cell per
Imm? ismore, anticlinal wall of epidermal cells straight. Leaves of Plumbago are amphiostomatic
and stomata are predominantly anisocytic. In leaf of P. zeylanica stomata raised above epidermal
cell (on lower surface) or at the same level of epidermis (on upper surface) with inconspicuous
straie and pronounced cuticular rim of uneven width; stomatal aperture is larger; stomatal index
less and stomata number per 1mm? is less; elliptic shape of stomata while in leaf of P. auriculata
stomata slightly sunken (on lower surface) or atthe same level of epidermis (on upper surface) with
narrow cuticular rim and straie absent; stomatal aperture is smaller; stomatal index is more and
stomatal number per 1mm? is more; circular or elliptic shape of stomata. Chalk glands are found on
both lower as well as upper surface of leaf of both species. Trichomes are absent on leaves of both
species. Elemental analysis revealed presence of nutritionally important minerals namely nitrogen,
phosphorus, potassium, sodium, calcium, magnesium, manganese, iron, copper, zinc, sulphur in

In the present research work survey fungal diseases of tomato was carried out. The leaf, stem and
fruit samples were collected from various field of Amravati region at the intervals of 15 days
starting from seedling state up to its harvesting. The disease samples were collected in all the stages
of plant i.e., seedling, foliage, flowering and fruiting stage. The samples from tomato plants were
brought into the laboratory in separate sterilized polythene bags for isolation of all possible fungal
pathogens. The infected plant parts which were collected at different stages of disease development
and all the samples were carefully preserved in the form of herbarium to study the etiology of
diseases.

So keeping this point in view thirty five women in which four varibles such as systolic and diastolic
blood pressure, blood sugar and serum cortisol, were examined during study. They were randomly
divided into two groups such as Control and Stress group. The systolic and diastolic blood pressure,
blood sugar and serum cortisol were significantly high (p&lt;0.05) as compared to the control
group. The results of the study revealed that cortisol was a major stress hormone. The values of all
these parameters such as Systolic and Diastolic blood pressure, blood glucose level raise in stressed
condition(p&lt;0.01) as compared to control due to cortisol.

The Plant is astringent, acrid, emetic, expectorant, emmenagogue,
anthelmintic, antipyretic, blood purifier and laxative. The leaves were selected for the study are
thermogenic, anthelmintic and depurative, useful in vitiated conditions of kapha, helminthiasis,
haemorrhoids, leprosy, asthma, infantile liver disorders, diarrhoea, amenorrhoea, dysmenorrhoea,
rheumatic swellings, septic wounds and carbuncles.

Abstract:
The study aimed at enhancing ethanol yield by recycling the agro industrial waste like sugarcane
molassesusing yeast strain.This can be done by altering nutrient supplementation or by adjusting
environmental conditions that will support luxuriant growth of organism. Screening of molasses
and soil sample led to isolation and identification of potent high ethanol yielding strain
Saccharomyces cerevisiae RGK6 that gave 10.5 £+ 0.05 % (v/v) of ethanol yields. Optimization of
nutrient supplementation led to enhancement in biomass and ethanol yields. Molasses fermentation
resulted in a remarkable increase in ethanol yield at stationary condition, 30°C temperature, 2 g %
of inoculum size and pH 4.5. Likewise 20 g % sucrose produced highest ethanol enhancing biomass
from 2g% to 2.4 g% after 48h of fermentation. 3g/L urea served best nitrogen source yielding
10.8 % (£ 0.06 %)ethanol and enhanced biomass upto 2.9 g/100ml dry weight. 3g/L of inositol
addition to the fermentation medium enhanced biomass upto 4.2 g% from 2 g% and yielded 11.8 %
(£ 0.06 %) ethanol.

ABSTRACT

Agricultural cereal production depends on the quality of seeds stored under controlled conditions
until the next growing season. Some of the crops can maintain 50% seed germination at least for
two years under dry conditions of storage. Important factors that can influence seed quality under
storage are the climate of the location in a specific geographical area. Moreover, for appropriate
seed storage, proper drying of seed to a desirable moisture content , seed packing and protection
from rain , dust, snow, rodents and insects , seed-borne pathogens and gaseous atmosphere of
storerooms are crucial. All these factors affect seed germination. Appropriate conditions for seed
storage largely depend on the period of time the seeds must to be stored. Usually, the seeds
deteriorate in the field or get damaged during harvest or drying, so that low-quality seeds are often
placed under storage. The quality is reduced further in poorly ventilated, damp and hot
warehouses. Healthy seed are important for the production of healthy crop. Seeds are responsible
for disease transmission. It happens either in the field or in the post harvest storage condition. Seed
get deteriorated which cause great economic loss. It is imperative to focus on seed health which is
detrimental to reduce the production cost and considerable yield losses to sustain the food security.
Seed maturity, storage containers and storage periods are very important for the increases of fungal
incidence. The present study attempt has been made on the effect of storage condition and storage
period, on the fungal biodiversity of seeds. Different seed varieties of maize, wheat and jowar were
collected from various places of Marathwada region. Maximum populations of fungi were found on
maize followed to jowar and wheat. Aspergillus, Fusarium, Penicillium Alternaria and Rhizopus
genus showed higher incidence as compared to other fungi It is observed that maximum incidence
of fungi occurred on the seeds stored in polythin bags and maximum count of mycoflora were
recorded on eight months of storage period.

The paper deals with in vitro micropropagation of Aloe barbadensis (Family: Liliaceae) is
an important multipurpose medicinal plant. The plant is bitter, sweet, cooling, anthelmintic,
diuretic and alexiteric. The juice is used in dyspepsia, amenorrhea, burns, colic, hepatopathy, skin
disease, constipation, vitiated condition of vata and pitta, abdominal tumors, dropsy and flatulence.
Different explants were inoculated on MS medium supplemented with various combination of
BAP, NAA,2,4-D, and TAA. Except stem segment other explants did not show any response. Callus
induction was achieved on MS Medium supplemented with3 mg/l BAP and 0.75 mg/l NAA.
Whereas 4 mg/l BAP and 1mg/l NAA was found to be the best medium for direct shoot induction,
3mg/l BAP and 0.75mg/l1 NAA combination was found to be the best medium for indirect shoot
induction. The root induction observed on MS Medium supplemented with IBA(1mg/1).

In December2019 a novel corona virus called SARS-Cov has resulted in the outbreak of a
respiratory illness known as COVID-19. It is global public threat. The routes of transmission are
direct contact, droplet and possible aerosol transmission. There were many reports supporting that
pathogens were transferred from animals to humans rapidly in live animal and seafood marketthen
evolving into transmission from human to human. The pathogen was classified as 2019 Novel
Corona Virus(2019-n Cov.)and the disease was named Corona Virus Disease 2019 (Covid-19).
Covid-19 has lately been detected in infected patient’s saliva.

Till this time there is no perfect or proper medicinal treatment available for cure of Covid-19. The
only worldwide knownsolution for this pandemic is vaccine. Vaccination does not provide a full
shield against Covid-19.Though it is a temporary solutionbut still it reduces the severity of the
disease and therefore prevention is better than cure. People were not aware of the benefits of
vaccination, rather they were afraid of it, in fact there were many myths about vaccination like
corona infects immediately, person becomes impotent and heart attack etc. Since no other
alternative was available therefore it was must at that time to motivate people for
vaccination.Department of Chemistry, Lokmanya Tilak Mahavidyalaya, Wani took initiative to
awaken people in this region through hundreds of their students living from city to town to
villages.

The study assesses impact of nutrition education ; on nutritional knowledge and status of pregnant
women.180 urban pregnant women in 1% trimester of pregnancy were selected. Their nutritional
knowledge status and nutritional status were assessed. Maternal nutritional education was imparted.
Post education status of the knowledge and nutritional status were assessed. Low, medium and high K
level was observed in 84.44%, 15.56% and 0.00% respectively at pre education stage. At the post
education stage these changed to 4.44%, 58.33% and 37.23% respectively with pre and post CV of
38.69 and 31.32 respectively. Percent change in knowledge (with CV of 51.84%) implied significantly
positive impact of the educational module. Nutritional status assessment shows that at pre-education
stage severely abnormal, moderately abnormal, mildly abnormal and normal status was present in
22.22%, 41.12%, 14.44% and 22.22% respectively. The education brought about change in
corresponding status to 5.00%, 8.89%, 35.56% and 50.55% respectively. Marked reduction was
observed in severely and moderately abnormal category along with significantly positive improvement
in mildly abnormal and normal category. In conclusion, nutritional education had significant
positive improvement in maternal nutrition knowledge and Nutritional status.

Adolescence is a time of change to adult behavior and there by eating habits of
childhood gradually change into those typical of an adult. Adolescence is, therefore, an important
time that demands for health and nutrition education. Therefore, present study was taken to assess
to nutritional status of adolescent boys and girls. A total of 150 government school student’s
adolescent of both boys and girls in the age group ranging from 10 to 19 years population were
chosen by Simple Random Sampling. The data collected from primary and secondary sources. In
primary sources interview schedule technique was used. Anthropometric measurements (BMI)
were taken by standardized tools. Nutritional status assessed by determining the intake of foods
and nutrients by recording 24 hours recall method. The BMI analysis of adolescent boys shows
37.33 per cent boys were malnourished (under-weight) 34.67 per cent were normal weight 21.33
per cent over weight and 6.67 per cent were obese. The BMI of girls’ shows 36 per cent were
under nourished, 37.33 per cent were normal weight and 20 per cent over weight and 6.67 per cent
were obese. The nutrients intake of the sample as compared to ICMR standards which showed

that the diet of the respondents was low in all nutrients

Studies have found that persistent disturbance of
nutrient metabolism and/or energy homeostasis, caused by either nutrient deficiency or
excess, induces cellular stress leading to metabolic dysregulation and tissue damage, and
eventually to development of acquired metabolic syndromes. It is now evident that
metabolism is influenced by extrinsic factors (e.g., food, xenobiotics, environment), intrinsic
factors (e.g., sex, age, gene variations) as well as host/microbiota interaction, that together
modify the risk for developing various acquired metabolic diseases. It is also becoming
apparent that intake of diets with low-energy density but high in nutrient diversity may be
the key to promoting and maintaining optimal health.

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The Ideology and Strategy of the Social Movements for the Upliftment of the
Oppressed — A Revisit

Abstract

In this paper, an attempt is made to revisit and discuss the ideology and strategy of the Social Reform
Movements led by Bahujan thinkers and reformers. In fact, it is multi-dimensional, involving mass
ideology and strategy. These reformers were highly intellectual but drastically differ from the
reformers of renaissance period i.e. the elite class. They left behind the saga of legacy to the present
generation. Mahatma Phule, Periyar Ramaswamy Naicker, Narayan Guru, Dr. B R Ambedkar and
other subaltern reformers advocated an alternative social order and culture in place of the existing
hierarchical, graded, inequal and hegemonic order in every walk of human life. Though, among these
reformers, there were some divergent and specific ideologies and strategies, but they held some
common and strong ideologies namely anti-caste, anti-priestly class and anti-hegemonic ideology,
having grassroot level involvement of masses i.e. Bahujan Samaj.

The core issue of renaissance reformers was family related problems, but for these reformers,
caste, untouchability and gender discrimination were the major challenges. Thus, Gail Omvedt
observed that, Mahatma Phule represents a social revolution and transformation of social order.
Though he did not provide politically organized strategy, but has built the very bedrock for the future
Bahujan Samaj Movement. Sri Narayan Guru’s saintly outlook did not advocate a completely
independent and parallel culture but changed the citadel of social system of Kerala while staying
within the very system. Thus, he was not a deconstructionist like Mahatma Phule, Dr. Ambedkar and
Periyar Ramaswamy, but his strategy of reform was unique. Then, Periyar Ramaswamy, another
radical ideologue, has advocated a different strategy, especially atheism, linguistic and regionalist
orientation of social reforms. Further, he wanted to uproot cultural dominance and the hegemony of
priestly class in every sphere of life. As far as Dr. Ambedkar’s ideology and strategy is concerned, it
was perfectly matured, multi-dimensional, humanitarian and egalitarian. It was so, because of his
multi-faceted personality and role, impact of western philosophies and his own bitter experiences, as
well as legacy of his predecessors.

Thus, the paper aims to compare ideological and strategic constraints of renaissance reformers
and subaltern reformers. Further, it highlights the analytical discussion of ideology and strategy of the
thinkers and reformers of Bahujan Samaj and the last part of the paper includes the comparative
analysis of the overall ideology and strategy of reformers of the oppressed, suppressed and depressed
Bahujan Samaj.

This can be done by altering nutrient supplementation or by adjusting
environmental conditions that will support luxuriant growth of organism. Screening of molasses and
soil sample led to isolation and identification of potent high ethanol yielding strain Saccharomyces
cerevisiae RGK6 that gave 105 + 0.05 % (v/v) of ethanol yields. Optimization of nutrient
supplementation led to enhancement in biomass and ethanol yields. Molasses fermentation resulted in
a remarkable increase in ethanol yield at stationary condition, 30°C temperature, 2 g % of inoculum
size and pH 4.5. Likewise 20 g % sucrose produced highest ethanol enhancing biomass from 2g% to 2.4
g% after 48h of fermentation. 3g/L urea served best nitrogen source yielding 10.8 % (& 0.06 %) ethanol
and enhanced biomass upto 2.9 g/100 ml dry weight. 3g/L of inositol addition to the fermentation
medium enhanced biomass upto 4.2 g% from 2 g% and yielded 11.8 % (£ 0.06 %) ethanol.
